Funding opportunities are available to graduatdesits or upper division undergraduates. Proposgdqgis must

contribute to the scientific knowledge of the natand cultural resources of at least one of tHédTaia
Mediterranean network parks.

Funds may be used for a variety of purposes inctudalary support; room, board, and travel diregsigociated with
field work; supplies, and analytical costs. Equiptmequests will also be considered, however anpnaeent
equipment purchased with CMRLC funds remains tiopgnty of the National Park Service and, at th&'paequest,
will be returned to the park at the end of the gcojCMRLC funding may also be used for tuitiorstsaassociated
with attendance at professional meetings to presa¢ks or posters, or thesis preparation. Fundam@fgiven project
will be limited to one year only. Projects recetyian award may apply for other CMRLC funding oppnities for
different projects in subsequent years.

Application Guidelines

Applications must include:

Project proposal (2 page maximum) which includis, proposed location, research objectives, pregos
methods; timeline, relevance to issues in one agerfialifornia Mediterranean Coast Network parks, an
anticipated research products (e.g. thesis, puldits, report to park, presentation to park marggeark
lecture). A summary of relevant literature shoukbde included with project proposal.

Resume and photocopies of all college transcripts.

Letter of support from major professor or acadeacigisor.

Project budget including supplies and equipmeérgar stipends, travel, and other budget categori
Request for anticipated logistical support witharlp if any (park office and work space, computkgistical
support, and reduced-cost housing may be availabtequest).

List of other sources of funding for the projectc{ude funding acquired by supervising faculty).
Contact information for any NPS staff supportingorrently involved with the project.

Evaluation criteria

Applications will be evaluated according to theekgince of the proposed study, overall project falitgi and student
qualifications. Priority will be given to projedisat lead to enhanced understanding and improesebstiship of the
natural and cultural environments of the Califoriediterranean Network parks. Projects that produfm@mation or
a product which would be useful to others in theSN#Pe encouraged.

Requirements of all RLC funded Projects

Projects receiving CMRLC funding will be requireddomply with appropriate agency regulations anmnjte
(administered separately from this fellowship).d&tots are expected to submit a project report t&RC&within six
months of the completion of field work, and copaésiny publications resulting from the researchadidition, they
will assist in the preparation of a two-page illagtd project summary suitable for the generalipwslwill

participate in a CMRLC educational engagement agtduch as a presentation to park staff or a puggiminar within
six months of completing field work.
